Article 1 – Reimbursement of Travel and Other Eligible Costs
Student members shall be entitled to reimbursement of travel and other eligible costs incurred by the member in connection with euCognition activities, subject to the guidelines set down in the “Request for Reimbursement of Costs”.
  Reimbursement of these costs shall be paid to the student member by the coordinating contractor without undue delay after receipt of a completed request form.

The Network Coordinator may, with the written agreement of both the Executive Committee and the Commission, or shall, at the written request of the European Commission, immediately terminate the participation of the member if he or she fails to meet in full his obligations pursuant to this membership agreement.  
3.
The member may cancel his or her membership and terminate this agreement subject to two months’ written notice.
